The weather stayed fine for the 2 showing days at the Three Counties Show, Thomas 
Jackson judged the first day with Davina Stanhope judging the Rare and Minority breed 
show on the Sunday.  Both shows had a good entry of Cotswold’s although the Blue 
Tongue restrictions did limit the number of entries.    The number of animals on show 
was dramatically reduced with some of the buildings normally filled with livestock given 
over to other classes.  Both judges commented on the high standard of the sheep forward, 
but as always at the early shows age has a greater influence on the lambs than it does at 
the later shows.
