Maryland Sheep and Wool Festival

Christine Crossman writes to us about current neivSotswold sheep in North America.

| am very excited about this September. A grougofswold enthusiasts have decided to sponsor
some educational and entertaining speakers to rngrggsegrams at the time of the National
Cotswold Show of 2009. This event will be heldilz¢ Eastern States Exposition in Springfield
Massachusetts, USA. This should be a large gatheri Cotswold breeders and fanciers; maybe
the largest since Mr. Henson came to the US forGbtswold show at the Rhinebeck Sheep and
Wool Festival in New York many years ago. Thera special fund raising event with many varied
items being offered to support this venture.

Over the summer here there are many shows anddisstvhere Cotswolds are displayed. Some
states have State Fairs but all have multiple gotaits some with specific Cotswold classes and
others where the Cotswolds compete in an “all otheeds” division- usually restricted to other
long white wool sheep breeds. We are so spreatieretin the US that it is hard to keep track of
all of these events, but the large ones that comeirtd are:

Maryland Sheep and Weedtival — May
North East Youth Shawd &ale — July
Eastern States Expositt September
Rhinebeck Sheep and MFestival — October

All of these shows have breed classes, baggedefleempetition and some hold shows for auction
animals for the sale of registered stock.

At the Maryland Sheep and Wool Festival this pdsly there were breeders showing in an all
white long wool division because in past years©@otswold numbers were too low to justify an all

Cotswold Show. The classes were large with upltslep/ class and the judge eliminated all but
the top ten animals to place for ribbons. | anmdgtasay that all the Cotswolds were in the top ten



in each class and held very respectable placesthlother breeds which included Old English
Leicester’s from the Williamsburg National Park\Mirginia as well as Wensleydales, Teeswaters,
Border Leicesters and Scottish Black Face.The Ordames Flock of Vicki Rigel from
Massachusetts and the Boster Flock of Californimidated most classes.

Our Flocks
Conygree Cotswolds

We are pleased to include in this edition an agtiiom Jonathan Brunyee, who tells us about his
flock and his marketing.

Welcome To Conygree Farm

Conygree is a 75ha mixed farm on the National B&terborne Park Estate in the Cotswold Hills.
The farm is foreground to the historic Lodge Patie estate’s 1® century deer course and
grandstand.

We first came to Conygree in 2004. Orginally franfarming family in Nottinghamshire (a 12
generation peasant of Dutch descent), | have alstked in conservation and environmental
management. Jill is from a textiles and produchaggment background, and has true Hereford
roots.

Our Vision

Our vision for Conygree Farm is to develop an emvinentally sustainable mixed farming
enterprise. The system is low input-low outputpeesing flora, fauna, landscape, heritage, ait, soi
and water. We are commercially smart but notairiay yields.

As tenants we work in partnership with the Natiofaist to help deliver farming and conservation
objectives in keeping with the special landscap@efCotswolds and Sherborne Park Estate.

We specialise in Cotswold and pedigree Lleyn shaspyell as the Gloucestershire Old Spot pig.
Hereford cattle will follow soon! We also run a dhlavery and crop 30 acres of winter barley
every year. We are due to start organic converigrautumn.



All our animals are reared to the highest welfand anvironmental standards.  Our sheep are
assured by the RSPCAreedom Foodsand the majority of our land is in the Countrgsid
Stewardship Scheme to benefit farmland birds anddtone grassland.

The Home of the Cotswold Sheep
Aldsworth will always be remembered as the homéheffamous Garne flock of Cotswolds. We
were proud to bring them back to the parish in 280& be part of their revival.

We couldn’t farm in Aldsworth and not have some$watlds. But our breed choice was not made

purely on sentiment and our personal desire to el a rare breed. | believe Cotswolds not only

suit the species rich limestone grassland hereay@ee but they also make great tasting meat and
are ideal for local food marketing.

The Conygree Flock

In the beginning ....with the help of Steve Parked Bxavina Stanhope we sourced a few older
ewes from the Newark and Shepton Mallet sales 6520efore we bought the entire Eland flock
from Mr lan Wills.

We did buy some dubious old girls at first (don'e &ll?!) but some real crackers too including
some 10 years olds from the Cerney and Shakesfleeks. Following a hard cull this year we
will have about 40 breeding females (alongside30d._leyns) and all our ewes will be under 5
years old.

Our first rams came from the Rissington and Branfldeks sourced from the Society sale in
Cirencester. Both were big fella’s and their prowa friendly characters sealed my love of the
breed. | haven’t chosen my ‘type’ of Cotswold yetaim for a good all round sheep that lambs well
and produces twins. It must be attractive, haveediewool and be of good size. | don't tolerate
bad feet, big teats and mismothering now my numbezsup. Breeding out their susceptibility to
worms is now my priority.




Marketing Lamb

A few of our lambs, mainly the Lleyns, go to marKete price is right. However, we sell most of

our lambs to local customers in half lamb boxesdifrom the farm. We also do mutton and BBQ
packs. We aim for the premium market utilising dational Trust, nature conservation and
animal welfare unique selling points alongside tinjue story and eating qualities of our sheep.
We can deliver anywhere in the UK in our speciabinasulated boxes. Most of our marketing is

done by email and our simple website.

Although lamb finishing is crucial to my businedsily liveweight gains are less of a worry to me
than to many farmers. 1 like to finish them slowaf grass and have a few ready every month of
the year to keep all my customers happy. Havingyhmg finished by autumn would be a
disaster! | supply young and succulent lamb frohg dach year through to bigger and more robust
tasting hogget after Christmas until June. Cotdwohake great mutton too.

Comparing Cotswold With The Lleyn

Some days do | wonder why | don'’t just focus on tieguitas Lleyn as they are much easier to
manage as they rarely have feet or worm problenmslven’t dagged a Lleyn for a year whereas
half of my Cotswold will need attention at somengoiThen | remember that my Cotswolds:

Have a lambing percentage not too far behind tegriL(170 % as compared to 210%)

Are good mothers but don'’t steal other lambs (tlegihs can be too motherly sometimes!)
Lamb easily (OK, an occasional pull of a big singtel long front leg is needed but at least
they don't present too many quads)

Grow into a nice big carcass usually of decent @onétion

Have a good lamby taste and marbling of fat

Are placid and don’t jump my walls or fences (like Lleyns do daily)

More than pay for their shearing costs and offeoMmarketing opportunities

Are a pleasure to work with

Give a good local food story and marketing focus.

The Future

The future of my small flock is hopefully a rosyeon| shall steadlily improve my breeding and
increase numbers; improve the butchery and boxnsehafer, and add value by smoking, burger
making and curing. | have tried crossing with theyn this year and the results are looking
interesting! We will also do something with the befal wool one day!

My biggest immediate challenge will be to manage@otswolds organically. Longer term, climate
change will be an issue for longwool and ‘not seyeeare’ breeds as heat stress, new diseases and
early season burn off of thin limestone grasslake effect.

The Cotswold Sheep Society Show and Sale
at Cirencester Market

On Saturday the Cotswold Sheep Society held thiual Society sale under the umbrella of the
Rare and Traditional Breeds Show and Sale held ilmn€ester Market. After the torrential
downpours and the low turnout at last year’s sal&éh the consequently disappointing prices paid
for stock, it was hardly surprising that the moddtlze flock keepers on Friday was cautious.
However by the time Judith Wilkie and Derek Croasd ffinished card grading it was clear at least
that all the stock entered for the Cotswold Sheeqe®y Show, though not numerous, was of good
guality, with only four blue cards issued, while ttest were all given red cards.

There was a disappointing turn out in the ram eles3here were no Senior Rams, and only
Tingewick Cadfael was present for the Shearling R&ass, while Tingewick Kern was the single
entrant in the Ram Lamb class. The judge, Bob Ralves happy to award both she€pptize in
their respective classes as they were quality stock

While there were also no entrants in the Senior Elass, there was a healthy turn out of shearling
ewes with sheep from the Harford, Tingewick andg&edlocks. The number of sheep to handlers
meant that the ewes were allowed to free rangéerring for a short while before they were all

recaptured, with remarkable panache, for closgreicson. The winner of this class was Steve
Parkes’s Kespar Gloria, with Mrs Pat Quinn’s Hadfd#we C10732 second. Third was Davina

Stanhope’sTingewick Tapestry, and Kespar Geendaouath.

The Ewe Lamb class was made up of five nice Tingewambs. First prize went to Tingewick
Emma, with Tingewick Lila in second place and Thgek Francesca in third. Tingewick Emma
was then named Show Champion with Steve Parkespdfesloria as Reserve Champion.

The weather forecast for Saturday certainly didlook encouraging, and those flock keepers who
bravely spent the night in their trailers or valasgr reported that they had had little sleep owng
the torrential rain pounding down on their vehiotofs all night. As the market gates opened
however, an encouraging stream of trailers and bagan to arrive in spite of the continuing
unrelenting rain.



More sheep had now to be card graded, includiren@msram from Mrs Lambert’s Janic flock, and
again these were of a generally high standard.

At twelve o’clock , after the poultry sale had bemmpleted, it was the turn of the Cotswold sheep.
Davina Stanhope’s shearling ram, Tingewick Cadfaetjeved 200 guineas, the highest price paid
for a Cotswold at the sale. The shearling ewesagest 122 guineas each, with the highest price
paid being 145 guineas. Davina Stanhope’s Show @luamewe lamb, Tingewick Emma, achieved
130 guineas, the highest price paid for a lamb.

While the prices were not outstanding, they wegeeat improvement on last year and it was lovely

to feel such a positive buzz all around the salg.rifhe most encouraging aspect of the day was
however, that as a result of the sale several netgvidld flocks have been founded, and their

owners have become members of the Society. Ana &f recession, and when the entire sheep
industry faces major challenges, this must surelgficouraging news.
